THE International Union for 
Conservation of  Nature’s 
(IUCN) World Conservation 
Congress 2025 adopted a mo-
tion on Thursday recognising 
India’s first dugong conserva-
tion reserve in Tamil Nadu’s 
Palk Bay as a global model for 
m a r i n e  b i o d i v e r s i t y 
conservation.

The motion, proposed by the 
Omcar Foundation, received 
overwhelming support during 
electronic voting. Nearly 98% 
of  countries and government 
agencies and 94.8% of  NGOs, 
research institutions and or-
ganisations voted in favour. 
“The adoption is a significant 
global recognition of  TN’s pio-

neering step. It reaffirms its 
leadership in marine conserva-
tion across South Asia,” Supri-
ya Sahu, additional chief  secre-
tary, environment, forests and 
climate change department, 
told TNIE.

TN declared the 448.34 sq km 
dugong conservation reserve 
in September 2022 under the 
Wildlife Protection Act, 1972. 
The reserve, the first of  its kind 

in the country, lies in the north-
ern Palk Bay, which harbours 
more than 12,250 hectares of  
seagrass meadows. 

These meadows are critical 
feeding grounds for dugongs 
(Dugong dugon), listed as “Vul-
nerable” on the IUCN Red List, 
and also support a wide range of  
marine species.

The IUCN resolution flagged 
threats to dugong survival, in-

cluding habitat degradation, un-
sustainable fishing practices 
and climate change. It called for 
stronger community-led conser-
vation strategies, sustainable 
fisheries and international part-
nerships to protect dugong habi-
tats across the Indian Ocean.

TN’s ground-level conserva-
tion efforts were also acknowl-
edged. According to official 
records, between 2021-22 and 
September 2025, 16 dugongs 
were rescued and released in 
Thanjavur and Pudukkottai 
forest divisions. To build fisher 
cooperation, the state issued 
`1.16 lakh as compensation for 
net damage and an additional 
`1.59 lakh as rewards for timely 
reporting of  dugong entangle-
ments. In all, `2.75 lakh has 
been disbursed to 62 fishers, 

with Thanjavur alone account-
ing for 51 beneficiaries.

“The compensation and re-
ward system has created trust 
among fishers. Instead of  con-
cealing accidental captures, 
they now inform the forest de-
partment, enabling safe release 
of  dugongs,” Omcar Founda-
tion director Balaji Vedharajan 
told TNIE.

Chief  Minister M K Stalin 
welcomed the IUCN recogni-
tion by congratulating the for-
est department, Omcar Founda-
tion and all stakeholders 
involved in the conservation ef-
fort. IUCN’s India representa-
tive Yash Veer Bhatnagar told 
TNIE that TN is already doing 
tremendous work and there are 
early indications of  species 
recovery.

IUCN lauds India’s first dugong reserve in TN Assn alleges police excess

THE Tamil Nadu Nurses Em-
powerment Association alleged 
of  police excess towards those 
from the association who were 
campaigning at the Rajiv Gan-
dhi Government General Hos-
pital on their long-pending de-
mands to the government, 
which included regularising 
their services and filling of  va-
c a n c i e s  i n  g ove r n m e n t 
hospitals.

N Subin, general secretary of  
the association, while con-
demning the police action, in a 
statement said, the nurses have 
been conducting such cam-
paigns across the state since 
Wednesday in a peaceful 
manner.

According to Subin, on 
Thursday, when some nurses 
were distributing pamphlets 
highlighting their demands to 
the people at RGGGH, a cop 
from the police outpost at the 
hospital and another cop in 

plainclothes took their pic-
tures. He alleged that they 
snatched the pamphlets, iden-
tity cards, and threatened them 
to come to the police station to 
give an undertaking that they 
would not carry out such 
campaigns.

The government should im-
mediately take action against 
the anti-democratic behaviour 
of  those at the RGGGH police 
outpost, he urged. When TNIE 
contacted the outpost on Thurs-
day, the cop on duty said he was 
not aware of  such an incident.
